RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH MICHIGAN PRIMARY CARE ASSOCIATION FOR PARTICIPATION IN SCREENING, BRIEF INTERVENTION, AND REFERRAL TO TREATMENT SERVICS
RESOLUTION #26 – 033

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department’s (ICHD) Community Health Centers (CHCs) wish to enter into an agreement with Michigan Primary Care Association (MPCA) in partnership with the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) to implement Screening, Brief Intervention, and Referral to Treatment (SBIRT) services for CHC patients effective upon approval through December 31, 2028 in an amount not to exceed $105,000; and

WHEREAS, participation includes SBIRT training and technical assistance, integration of SBIRT protocols into the electronic health record (EHR), utilization of the NIATx process improvement model, required data collection/reporting under the Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA), and annual site visits to support implementation and sustainability through third-party reimbursement; and

WHEREAS, initial implementation will occur at three CHC sites: Allen, Birch, and Women’s Health and each site will receive $25,000 in the first year, and $5,000 annually thereafter through 2028; and

WHEREAS, this funding is contingent upon continued participation and GPRA reporting; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer and the CHC Board of Directors recommend that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement with MPCA in partnership with MDHHS to implement SBIRT services for CHC patients effective upon approval through December 31, 2028 in an amount not to exceed $105,000.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with MPCA in partnership with the MDHHS to implement SBIRT services for CHC patients effective upon approval through December 31, 2028 in an amount not to exceed $105,000

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that initial implementation will occur at three CHC sites including Allen, Birch, and Women’s Health and each site will receive $25,000 in the first year, and $5,000 annually thereafter through 2028.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any contract documents on behalf of the county after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
