RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE A CONTRACT RENEWAL AGREEMENT WITH AXON ENTERPRISE INC. FOR THE REGION 1 DRONE DETECTION SOFTWARE
RESOLUTION #26 – 043

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Office of Emergency Management received pass through grant funds from the Region 1 FY2023 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) previously accepted by the Ingham County Board of Commissioners via Resolution #23-555; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of these grant funds is to purchase equipment and provide training in the Homeland Security & Emergency Management field; and

WHEREAS, the FY23 HSGP Grant requires a minimum expenditure of $232,549 on projects in designated National Priority Areas; and 

WHEREAS, the renewal of the Region 1 drone detection system software with Axon Enterprise Inc. meets the requirements of the FY23 HSGP National Priority Area of Domestic Violent Extremism; and

WHEREAS, Axon Enterprise Inc. is the existing vendor of the Region 1 Drone Detection System hardware and software for Ingham County; and 

WHEREAS, the duration of the renewal is one year from December 15, 2025 through December 14, 2026; and

WHEREAS, drone detection systems aid in achieving safe and secure facilities and open spaces by mitigating drone borne attacks, inappropriate surveillance and intelligence gathering, potential contraband deliveries, and errant crashes; and

WHEREAS, the Michigan State Police Emergency Management and Homeland Security Division approved the funding proposal; and

WHEREAS, the total expenditure for this proposal is $109,999.92.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes a one-year renewal from December 15, 2025 to December 14, 2026 of the existing drone detection system in the amount of $109,999.92 from Axon Enterprise Inc. utilizing funding from the FY2023 Homeland Security Grant Program Funding.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents or purchase documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
