RESOLUTION TO APPROVE AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL MAINTENANCE AND RESTORATION AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF MASON

RESOLUTION #26 – 059

WHEREAS, the City of Mason has purchased the Hutson Tractor building at 710 N. Cedar, Mason, Michigan (Property) to house the City’s Department of Public Works; and

WHEREAS, the east border of the Property abuts Ingham County property (Drain Office and Animal Control entrance); and 

WHEREAS, the City of Mason has proposed an intergovernmental maintenance and restoration agreement, which will authorize the City to access, clean up, regrade, and restore portions of the County property to enhance the safety and aesthetics of the property line; and

WHEREAS, the regraded and restored areas will include the planting of native plant species in cooperation with the Environmental Sustainability Committee; and

WHEREAS, the City of Mason will perform these activities and establish a maintenance period of up to one year to ensure establishment of replanted areas at no cost to the County.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves an Intergovernmental Maintenance and Restoration Agreement with the City of Mason to improve County property adjacent to the City’s Department of Public Works, which is to be housed at 710 N. Cedar, Mason, Michigan. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there is no cost to the County associated with this agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary documents consistent with this resolution and upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.
