RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION #24-195 AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT WITH MICHIGAN FAIR CONTRACTING CENTER FOR PREVAILING WAGE COMPLIANCE MONITORING

RESOLUTION #26 – 063

WHEREAS, the County’s Prevailing Wage Policy was adopted in 1992 requiring contractors (and their subcontractors) entering into a construction contract with the County valued at $10,000 or more, to pay their employees a wage not less than the prevailing wages and fringe benefits pursuant to the Federal Davis-Bacon Act; and 

WHEREAS, Resolution #24-195 authorized an agreement for Prevailing Wage Compliance Monitoring with Michigan Fair Contracting Center (MFCC) with a $150 per hour fee not to exceed $37,500 for monitoring services during the period of January 1, 2024 to December 31, 2028 for prevailing wage monitoring services provided during that period; and

WHEREAS, construction projects differ in size and scope, larger or more complex projects may take multiple years to complete, making it difficult to plan the annual hours of monitoring required, as a result it is necessary to continue with the $150 per hour fee but remove the limit of $37,500. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners amends Resolution #24-195 Authorizing an Agreement with Michigan Fair Contracting Center for Prevailing Wage Compliance Monitoring to eliminate the not to exceed amount of $37,500, the $150 per hour fee will continue during the period covering January 1, 2024 to December 31, 2028.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that expenditures authorized by this resolution shall be paid from a line item designated within the budget of the department utilizing prevailing wage monitoring services required for their projects. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the hourly rate for monitoring services shall continue at $150 per hour during the period of the agreement from January 1, 2024 to December 31, 2028.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any contract documents consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
