RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION #23-276 TO REDUCE AMOUNT OF HOUSING TRUST FUND AGREEMENT WITH ALLEN NEIGHBORHOOD CENTER FOR THE ASANTE CO-OP PROJECT AND REALLOCATE TO LOVEJOY SPECIAL NEEDS CENTER CORPORATION FOR THE CHURCHILL GARDENS PROJECT

RESOLUTION #26 – 164

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners (the Board), through adoption of Resolution #23-276, authorized Housing Trust Fund (HTF) competitive grant awards, including a grant in the amount of $500,000 to Allen Neighborhood Center for The Asante Co-op, a residential co-op that will house up to 16 individuals in the Allen Neighborhood Center; and

WHEREAS, Allen Neighborhood Center has successfully secured funds from other sources to complete the Asante Co-op project and now anticipates expending a total of $261,477 of the HTF grant; and

WHEREAS, the unspent amount of $238,523 on the Allen Neighborhood Center grant can be reallocated to competitive grant funding recipients in need of addition project funding due to the dynamic nature and fluctuating costs associated with housing development projects; and 

WHEREAS, Lovejoy Special Needs Center Corporation received a competitive HTF American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) grant of $250,000 for the Churchill Gardens project authorized in Resolution #23-276, and is on track to expend the current grant amount, and has requested additional funds to support remaining predevelopment and planning costs necessary to advance the project to the construction phase; and

WHEREAS, the Housing Trust Fund Committee recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners reallocate the unspent funds from the Allen Neighborhood Center Asante Co-Op project to Lovejoy Special Needs Center Corporation for the Churchill Gardens project, to be used for eligible predevelopment activities.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an amendment to reduce the amount of the Allen Neighborhood Center Asante Co-op project agreement from $500,000 to $261,477; and an amendment to increase the Lovejoy Special Needs Center Corporation Churchill Gardens project agreement amount from $250,000 to $488,523 to expend the remaining ARPA funds for an affordable housing development project committed through the Housing Trust Fund 2023 competitive grant program.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that revised deliverables, milestones, and timelines shall be incorporated into amended agreements with Allen Neighborhood Center and Lovejoy Special Needs Center with grant terms ending on September 30, 2026.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is authorized to execute any amended grant agreements or related documents necessary to implement this resolution, subject to approval as to form by the County Attorney.
