RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE A CONTRACT FOR DUST CONTROL 
SOLUTIONS AND SERVICES
RESOLUTION #26 – 171

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Road Department uses a vendor to provide and apply approximately 250,000 gallons of 28% liquid calcium chloride solution for dust control on the 80 miles of gravel county roads during the dry months of the year; and 
WHEREAS, the Parks Department will also utilize this vendor to provide and apply 28% liquid calcium chloride solution in designated parking lots throughout the contract period; and
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Purchasing Department solicited bids for liquid calcium chloride solution per IFB #11-26 for a three-year service period, beginning from the date of contract execution, with a two-year renewal option, receiving two bids; and
WHEREAS, the Road Department budget includes sufficient funds to cover the cost associated with their projects in relation to this contract and the Parks Department budget includes sufficient funds to cover the cost associated with their projects in relation to this contract; and
WHEREAS, Purchasing Department staff reviewed the submitted bids for adherence to county purchasing requirements and provided a Memorandum of Performance to the Road Department; and 
WHEREAS, Road Department staff reviewed the bids for overall value to the county and recommend accepting the bid from Chloride Solutions, LLC for the provision and application of liquid calcium chloride solutions for dust control in designated areas.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners accepts the bid and authorizes a contract with Chloride Solutions, LLC located at 672 N M-52 Webberville, MI for the provision and application of liquid calcium chloride solutions for dust control in designated areas, unit price basis for a three-year period, at the rates detailed in the bid response to Invitation for Bid #11-26.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Purchasing Department is hereby authorized to execute purchase orders with Chloride Solutions, LLC. to purchase these above-named materials as needed and budgeted, on behalf of the Road Department and the Parks Department.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
