RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH THE MATERNAL INFANT HEALTH PROGRAM ELECTRONIC MEDICAL RECORD, LLC

RESOLUTION #26 – 186

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into an agreement with Maternal Infant Health Program Electronic Medical Record, LLC (MIHP EMR) for a Software Subscription Service Agreement (“the Agreement”) in an amount not to exceed $6,000 annually, effective May 1, 2026 and will remain in effect until amended or terminated by either agency; and
WHEREAS, Pathways to Care provides services to people living with chronic illnesses, to unhoused people and their families, and to incarcerated and returning citizen; and

WHEREAS, Pathways to Care educates clients managing Medicaid health plans to better understanding Medicaid benefits, to identify primary and specialty care providers, to arrange transportation and/or interpretation services, to navigate and stabilize housing options, to continue Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT), and to compile referrals to other community-based services and organizations; and

WHEREAS, ICHD’s Pathways wishes to utilize a client-data system offered by MIHP EMR, LLC through entering into the agreement with this organization, and

WHEREAS, this Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA)-compliant, web-based platform includes a messaging system, computer files/document manager, EMR tracking functionality, and user management for an automated document process; and

WHEREAS, this system is specifically design to support the data tracking, and the reporting and billing capabilities required for Community Health Worker (CHW) services, which are not currently possible within the existing ICHD EHR system; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement with MIHP EMR, LCC in an amount not to exceed $6,000 annually, effective May 1, 2026 and will remain in effect until amended or terminated by either agency.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with MIHP EMR, LCC in an amount not to exceed $6,000 annually, effective May 1, 2026 and will remain in effect until amended or terminated by either agency.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
