RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE A CONSULTATION AND DATA SHARING AGREEMENT WITH MICHIGAN STATE UNIVERSITY SCHOOL OF PLANNING, DESIGN, AND CONSTRUCTION FOR THE NEW YOUTH CENTER PROJECT

RESOLUTION #26 – 199

WHEREAS, the Circuit Court Juvenile Division has successfully collaborated with Michigan State University for several decades in order to deliver quality services and programs; and

WHEREAS, as part of the planning and development of the new Ingham County Youth Center, the Juvenile Division continues to emphasize data-driven decision making, evidence-informed facility design, and alignment with national best practices in juvenile justice; and

WHEREAS, the Michigan State University School of Planning, Design, and Construction has expressed interest in collaborating with the Juvenile Division to provide consultation and academic research support related to trauma-informed facility planning, spatial programming, operational modeling, and long-term system impact analysis; and

WHEREAS, such collaboration may include providing subject matter expertise during the development of project planning documents, including the Architectural and Engineering Request for Proposals process for the Owner’s Representative and design team; and

WHEREAS, this collaboration will occur in coordination with the County’s contracted Owner’s Representative for the Youth Center construction, to ensure alignment with the overall project scope, timeline, and operational objectives; and

WHEREAS, this partnership will allow the Juvenile Division to share relevant operational and de-identified aggregate data for research and planning purposes while benefiting from academic expertise in facility design, planning methodology, and evidence-based construction practices; and

WHEREAS, the collaboration is mutually beneficial, as Michigan State University will gain applied research opportunities while the County receives professional consultation support that enhances the integrity of the Youth Center development process; and

WHEREAS, there is no cost associated with the initial phase and agreement; and

WHEREAS, the proposed term of the agreement is two (2) years, with the option for either party to terminate the agreement upon written notice in accordance with the contract terms or explore the options for renewal.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to enter into a Consultation and Data Sharing Agreement with Michigan State University’s School of Planning, Design, and Construction in support of the planning and development of the new Ingham County Youth Center for a period of two (2) years with the option for either party to terminate the agreement upon written notice in accordance with the contract terms or explore the options for renewal.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the agreement shall carry no financial obligation to Ingham County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
