RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE WAIVER OF CONFLICT LETTERS BETWEEN INGHAM COUNTY AND THE CITY OF WILLIAMSTON AND INGHAM COUNTY AND COMMUNITY MENTAL HEALTH AUTHORITY OF CLINTON, EATON AND INGHAM COUNTIES

WHEREAS, Resolution #26-173 authorized entering into an agreement with the City of Williamston for the Ingham County Road Department’s 2026 Pavement Marking Program; and 
WHEREAS, Resolution #26-191 authorized an agreement with Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton and Ingham Counties to expand access to behavioral health services and opioid use disorder treatment supports; and
WHEREAS, the County Attorney represents Ingham County, the City of Williamston and Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton and Ingham Counties and reasonably believes that its representation in these matters will not adversely affect the parties, nor does it appear that any confidential information received would be material to the transaction or disclosed by the County Attorney; however, it is possible that a disagreement may develop regarding a legal opinion between the parties in the future; and

WHEREAS, the County Attorney, pursuant to Rule of Professional Conduct 1.7, requests a signed conflict waiver for the County Attorney to prepare, review, and approve the agreements between Ingham County and the City of Williamston and Ingham County and the Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton and Ingham Counties. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves a waiver of legal conflict to allow the County Attorney to prepare, review and approve as to legal form the agreement authorized in Resolution #26-173 entering into an agreement with the City of Williamston for the Ingham County Road Department’s 2026 Pavement Marking Program.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board approves a waiver of legal conflict to allow the County Attorney to prepare, review and approve as to legal form the agreement authorized in Resolution #26-191 entering into an agreement with Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton and Ingham Counties to expand access to behavioral health services and opioid use disorder treatment supports. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board Chairperson is hereby authorized to sign the necessary waiver of conflict letters for Resolutions #26-173 and #26-191 on behalf of the County.
