RESOLUTION #26 – 215

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners filed a lawsuit to address the public nuisance that is the Opioid Epidemic; and

WHEREAS, Associated Pharmacies, Inc.; J M Smith Corporation; Louisiana Wholesale Drug Company, Inc.; Morris and Dickson Co.; North Carolina Mutual Wholesale Drug Company, Inc.; United Natural Foods, Inc.; and their subsidiaries (“Six Remnant Defendants”) have negotiated a proposed settlement agreement (“Proposed Settlement”) for Eligible Entities; and

WHEREAS, the Proposed Settlement contains an agreement for the Six Remnant Defendants to pay a combined $97,625,000.00 in cash to resolve pending opioid-related litigation; and

WHEREAS, Ingham County previously executed Participation Agreements for the Distributor and Janssen Settlements, the Teva, Allergan, CVS, Walmart, Walgreens Settlements, the Kroger Settlement, the Sandoz Settlement, and the Secondary Manufacturer and Purdue/Sackler Settlements, which have conferred and continue to confer valuable benefits.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, Ingham County authorizes the execution of a Participation Agreement for the Remnant Defendants Settlement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign the necessary contract documents on behalf of the county after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
