WHEREAS, after review and evaluation of the proposals received, Anderson Fischer & Associates has met all required bid qualifications; and

WHEREAS, the evaluation committee recommends that a contract be awarded to Anderson Fischer & Associates; and

WHEREAS, the Parks Department, in coordination with the consultant, accepted alternatives for the stone path and materials negotiating a not to exceed cost of $2,614,122.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves entering into a contract with Anderson Fischer & Associates for a total amount not to exceed of $2,614,122 for construction improvements to the Lake Lansing Park North for the Boardwalk & Trails.
