RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH KELLOGG HOTEL AND CONFERENCE CENTER

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into an agreement with Kellogg Hotel and Conference Center for the 2026 All-Staff Training Day effective through September 14, 2026 in an amount not to exceed $50,000; and

WHEREAS, the Kellogg Hotel and Conference Center, located at 219 South Harrison Road, East Lansing, Michigan, has been selected as the location for an ICHD All-Staff training event where all 350 ICHD employees will gather to participate in public health trainings, break-out sessions, discussions and more, led by community partners, speakers, and experts trained in the fields of physical and mental health wellness; and

WHEREAS, this space was chosen due to the location’s ability to accommodate a group of ICHD’s size for gathering as a whole, yet also provides exceptional space to disperse into dedicated flex spaces for breakout sessions and smaller group collaborative learning; and

WHEREAS, there were no other facilities within Ingham County who could accommodate the size of our event, the need for breakout space, or who were available on the dates provided; and 

WHEREAS, as this all-staff meeting includes providing meals for Monday, September 14, 2026, to all staff, guest speakers and consultants, the Kellogg Center was ideal as they also provide catering which allows for the convenience of high-quality meals being provided on site; and

WHEREAS, this event supports ICHD’s commitment to developing a highly engaged, appreciated, and skilled workforce by offering multiple training sessions designed for staff to develop skills which help to enhance workplace culture through building a cohesive vision of ICHD; and

WHEREAS, additionally, this training event will help to galvanize staff alignment with our vision and mission facilitated by both external and internal partners and experts in the field of public health; and

WHEREAS, all costs associated with this agreement will be covered by the Public Health Infrastructure Grant Distribution Code #221-600-060-01050; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement with Kellogg Hotel and Conference Center to host an ICHD All-Staff Training event effective September 14, 2026, for an amount not to exceed $50,000.
