RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH DOULADO FOR THE MICHIGAN HEALTH ENDOWMENT FUNDED BLACK DOULA COHORT GRANT

RESOLUTION #26 – 246

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into an agreement with Doulado for the Michigan Health Endowment Fund’s (MHEF) Black Doula Cohort grant project to support the initiative through software, infrastructure, and operational tools for doulas trained via the MHEF Black Doula Cohort effective May 1, 2026 through May 31, 2027 in an amount not to exceed $6,640; and
WHEREAS, ICHD is in the second round of grant funding (2025-2027) with MHEF to support the training, support, and institutionalization of Black doulas in Ingham County; and 

WHEREAS, this project has trained almost 50 new doulas since 2023 in both prenatal and postpartum care, readying them to provide support to pregnant and parenting families in the community; and 

WHERAS, Doulado will allow the doulas to conduct outreach and communicate with clients, collaborate with other doulas, document their work with clients; as well as send invoices, collect payments, schedule visits, and submit claims for payment and insurance; and 

WHEREAS, purchasing an Administrative Plan (known as the Impact Plan) will allow for improved data collection on numbers of clients served as well as up to 20 Premium Plans for individual doulas will cost $6,640; and 

WHEREAS, funds for this product have been included in the FY 2026 budget; and 

WHEREAS, the comprehensive services available through Doulado, along with its usability in Michigan make it a sole source purchase; and 

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement with Doulado effective May 1, 2026 through May 31, 2027 in total amount not to exceed $6,640.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with Doulado, effective May 1, 2026 through May 31, 2027 in a total amount not to exceed $6,640. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
