WHEREAS, Ingham County Sheriff’s Office 9-1-1 Central Dispatch (Sheriff’s Office), is committed to providing timely, effective, and appropriate emergency response services to residents; and

WHEREAS, Common Ground’s Michigan Crisis and Access Line (MiCAL) provides crisis intervention, de-escalation, and behavioral health support services to individuals experiencing emotional distress, suicidal ideation, or other mental health crises; and

WHEREAS, both the Sheriff’s Office and MiCAL bring distinct skill sets and expertise that, when coordinated, enhance the safety and well-being of individuals in crisis; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to establish a framework for collaboration, including the development of protocols and procedures to provide immediate, accessible care and support for individuals experiencing suicidal or homicidal thoughts, those at risk of harming themselves or others, and those in need of urgent mental health services; and

WHEREAS, this collaboration will allow for the appropriate and lawful sharing of authorized information between the parties in accordance with all applicable local, state, and federal laws, while maintaining confidentiality; and

WHEREAS, Ingham County will continue its existing partnership with Community Mental Health, including the use of an embedded mental health clinician, and this MOU is intended to supplement services during after-hours periods.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves entering into a Memorandum of Understanding between the Sheriff’s Office and Common Ground’s Michigan Crisis and Access Line (MiCAL) for the purpose of coordinating response and support services for individuals experiencing mental health crises.
