RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AGREEMENTS WITH HIGHER LEARNING INSTITUTIONS TO HOST STUDENT INTERNS WITHIN THE JUVENILE DIVISION

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Circuit Court Juvenile Division has a long history of providing experiential field placements to college students from various universities and colleges; and

WHEREAS, common majors of student interns are in social work, criminal justice, psychology, and other human services fields; and

WHEREAS, the Juvenile Division typically hosts between 15 and 20 student interns each academic semester at no cost; and

WHEREAS, student interns bring in current academic knowledge, new ideas, and enthusiasm that can enhance problem solving when working with families; and

WHEREAS, hosting student interns allows the Juvenile Division to build a pipeline of talent as well as provides additional support to Juvenile Court Officers in completing their day to day duties; and

WHEREAS, the Juvenile Division has been able to strengthen relationships with higher education institutions and the community by maintaining a robust student internship program; and 

WHEREAS, there has been an increase in out of state or online universities requesting to enter into agreements with the Juvenile Division in order to host students in field placements.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Juvenile Division to enter into agreements with higher education institutions for the purposes of hosting student interns, provided those agreements are approved as to form by the County Attorney.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contracts consistent with this resolution, subject to review and approval as to form by the County Attorney.
