RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE A CONTRACT WITH FORENSIC FLUIDS LABORATORIES 

RESOLUTION #26 – 256

WHEREAS, the Juvenile Division and individuals under the jurisdiction of the Court, in order to comply with Court orders to ensure the safety of children as well as provide accountability for juveniles and parents, must administer and/or submit to substance use screens; and

WHEREAS, Forensic Fluids Laboratories provide drug screening and confirmation testing services, supplies, training, court testimony, shipping, and has an online portal for viewing testing results; and
WHEREAS, the Juvenile Division has a long-standing relationship with Forensic Fluids Laboratories for their testing services since 2008 as a non-contractual per diem line item; and 

WHEREAS, in an effort to comply with County Purchasing procedures due to the amount of funds spent annually, entering into a contract would be necessary; and 

WHEREAS, on average annually, the Juvenile Division has spent up to $50,000 for Forensic Fluids Laboratories’ services split between multiple programs within the delinquency and neglect divisions; and 

WHEREAS, the funding for Forensic Fluids Laboratories supplies and services comes from the Juvenile Justice Millage and is reimbursed at 75% by the State’s Child Care Fund.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes entering into a three-year contract between Forensic Fluids Laboratories and the 30th Circuit Court Juvenile Division for the time period of October 1, 2026 through September 30, 2029 at a cost not to exceed $150,000 ($50,000 per year for three years). 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there are funds available that were previously being utilized under the non-contracted per diem line item.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign documents as prepared by or approved as to form by the County Attorney consistent with this resolution.
