RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH DBI FOR FURNITURE COMPONENTS FOR THE INGHAM COUNTY FAMILY CENTER SMART TRAINING AND CONFERENCE ROOM 

RESOLUTION #26 – 259

WHEREAS, the Circuit Court – Juvenile Division identified a need to convert an existing, renovated space into a fully functional Smart Training and Conference Room to support county-wide training and collaboration; and 

WHEREAS, the current space lacks permanent furniture, flexible configurations, and infrastructure necessary to support efficient training operations, resulting in increased staff time and reduced effectiveness; and 

WHEREAS, DBI submitted a proposal in the amount of $70,374.26 for furniture, window treatments, installation, and related services; and 

WHEREAS, the Juvenile Division is requesting a 5% contingency for any unforeseen circumstances, making the total amount not to exceed $73,892.98; and

WHEREAS, the funds for this project are available through the Juvenile Justice Millage (JJM) Fund Balance as approved in the 2026 Capital Improvement Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Purchasing Department has reviewed this procurement and concurs with the recommendation to award to DBI in accordance with County Purchasing Policies and Procedures.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes entering into an agreement with DBI, 912 East Michigan Ave., Lansing, Michigan, for the purchase and installation of furniture, window treatments, and related components for the Smart Training and Conference Room in an amount not to exceed $73,892.98, which includes a 5% contingency.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total cost will be paid out of the county’s Juvenile Justice Millage Fund # 264-664.000-979-000.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
