RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH EDGE PARTNERSHIPS FOR THE 2026 MICHIGAN MARIHUANA EDUCATION CAMPAIGN
RESOLUTION #26 – 273

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into an agreement with Edge Partnerships for the 2026 Michigan Marihuana Education Campaign effective May 1, 2026 through September 15, 2026, in an amount not to exceed $25,418; and

WHEREAS, ICHD was awarded a grant from the State of Michigan Department of Licensing and Regulatory Affairs (LARA) for education, communication, and outreach regarding the Michigan Medical Marihuana Act and the Michigan Regulation and Taxation of Marihuana Act, effective January 1, 2026 through September 15, 2026 in an amount not to exceed $27,918; and

WHEREAS, Public Act 87 of 2021 Section 901, directs funds appropriate for grants in the Michigan Medical Marihuana Act, MCL 333.26426 to counties for education, communication, and outreach relating to the Michigan Medical Marihuana Program; and

WHEREAS, grants available to counties are distributed proportionally based on the number of registry identification cards issued to or renewed for the residents of each county and may not be used for law enforcement purposes; and

WHEREAS, ICHD has launched this advertising campaign in 2019, 2020, 2021, 2022, 2023, 2024, and 2025; and

WHEREAS, through this campaign, ICHD will engage in activities such as providing education to adolescents, patients, caregivers, and community members, all through targeted advertising/marketing and to communicate harm reduction strategies such as safe storage and avoidance of impaired driving to the general public; and

WHEREAS, this agreement will also allow Edge to create advertisements to educate the public regarding: 

· Risks associated with marihuana use during pregnancy and breastfeeding

· Increased perception of risk for adolescent marihuana use
· Risks associated with driving under the influence and safe storage; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement with Edge Partnerships for the 2026 Marihuana Education Campaign, effective May 1, 2026 through September 15, 2026, in an amount not to exceed $25,418.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with Edge Partnerships for the 2026 Marihuana Education Campaign, effective May 1, 2026 through September 15, 2026, in an amount not to exceed $25,418.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that for this resolution and for one time only, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners waives the Purchasing Procedures Policy requirement to obtain three quotes for service contracts between $5,000 and $35,000 for this contract.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract agreement upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.
