RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE EXTENSION OF THE CONTRACT WITH

B.K. TEACHOUT INVESTIGATIONS, INC., DBA TEACHOUT SECURITY SOLUTIONS

RESOLUTION #26 – 317

WHEREAS, the existing contract with B.K. Teachout Investigations, Inc., dba Teachout Security Solutions (Teachout) (Resolution #23-318) expires on July 31, 2026; and

WHEREAS, Facilities Department requests a two-year extension of the current contract; and

WHEREAS, Teachout provides unarmed security services at multiple buildings, including Human Services Building, Family Center, Forest Community Health Center, Veterans Memorial Courthouse in Lansing, Justice Complex, and the Historical Courthouse in Mason; and
WHEREAS, the current contract with Teachout, located at G-2348 Stone Bridge Drive, Building H, Flint, MI 48532 provides an option to extend the existing contract by two years to carry forward service provisions with increased hourly rates of $30.28/hour August 1, 2026 through December 31, 2026 not to exceed $356,318.60; $30.28/hour plus an anticipated living wage increase January 1 through July 31, 2027; and $30.58/hour plus an anticipated living wage increase August 1, 2027 through July 31, 2028; and

WHEREAS, funding for this contract is available within 931.100 Maintenance-related Contractual and 818.00 Contractual Services.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners approves a two-year contract extension with Teachout Investigations, Inc., dba Teachout Security Solutions located at G-2348 Stone Bridge Drive, Building H, Flint, MI 48532 (August 1, 2026 through July 31, 2028) for service provisions at multiple sites with increased hourly rates of $30.28/hour August 1 - December 31, 2026 not to exceed $356,318.60;  $30.28/hour plus an anticipated living wage increase January 1 through July 31, 2027; and $30.58/hour plus an anticipated living wage increase August 1, 2027 through July 31, 2028, for a contract value of $1,714,285.96 plus anticipated living wage increases in 2027 and 2028.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Board Chair to sign any necessary contract documents that are consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
