RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE RENEWING A PEDIATRIC PROVIDER SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH MSU HEALTH CARE, INC.

RESOLUTION #26 – 328

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department’s (ICHD’S) Community Health Centers (CHCs) wish to renew the agreement with Michigan State University (MSU) Health Care Inc. for Pediatric and Adolescent Provider Services for an annual amount not to exceed $1,300,000, effective July 1, 2026 through June 30, 2027 with an option to renew for one year; and

WHEREAS, MSU Health Care, Inc. will provide up to 3.4 FTEs to support ICHD’s Pediatric and Adolescent CHC; and

WHEREAS, the current agreement authorized via Resolution #26-032, expires on June 30, 2026; and

WHEREAS, this renewal will ensure continued access to high-quality Pediatric and Adolescent Provider Services and maintain continuity of patient care within multiple CHC locations; and

WHEREAS, this renewal is essential to supporting the continued education and training of future physicians through a residency program; and
WHEREAS, the financial impact of this agreement will not exceed $1,300,000 and will be funded through the FY26 and FY27 operating budgets and will generate revenue by billable services; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham CHC Board of Directors and the Medical Health Officer recommend that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize renewing the agreement with MSU Health Care Inc. for Pediatric and Adolescent Provider Services up to 3.4 FTEs for an annual amount not to exceed $1,300,000, effective July 1, 2026 through June 30, 2027 with an option to renew for one year. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes renewing the agreement with MSU Health Care Inc. for Pediatric and Adolescent Provider Services up to 3.4 FTEs for an annual amount not to exceed $1,300,000, effective July 1, 2026 through June 30, 2027 with an option to renew for one year. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
